SOLUTION TO JUNE QUIZ

Sitting in LHO’s position, the contract
is 4F and you led 5 F. You can actually
figure out most of declarer’s hand after
6 tricks have been played:

FA (Dummy)

F J108432
F Q654
(LHO) F 42
F J1052
F KQ
F 102
F KJ1073
F KQ
F 976
F ?2?? (Declarer)
F AQ865

Trick 1 — Upon the spade lead, dummy
plays AF, and declarer drops the QF,
making the spade situation clear.

Trick 2 — Declarer plays small heart
from dummy and partner plays the AF.
Trick 3 — Partner returns 9 of clubs,
which is won by declarer’s AF.

Trick 4/5/6 — Declarer plays the KF,
discarding dummy’s losing club, and
plays a small F to dummy, ruffing high.

He then exits dummy with a F, which
is won by you. You have won 2 tricks
already. How can you get another 2?

In order to analyze the position more
clearly, let us choose another mid-
position, giving declarer the advantage
of the A F, because if you can find the
solution for the defenders in the
position below, you may be able to
generalize it on other hands.

After winning the KF, there are 3
possible cards in the black suits that
you can play. (A F play would
definitely surrender the contract)

1) JF or 10F - Declarer will win it with
the QF, then ruff another F in dummy.
Declarer will now play QF from
dummy. RHO covers with the KF,
declarer wins with the AF, and then
must ruff the last club again, and exit a
low F in both hands. Defenders are
now end played. If LHO wins it, he can
only return spades to give a ruff and
discard. If RHO wins it, declarers
diamonds are good.

2) KF — Declarer ruffs in dummy. Plays
the QF, cashes the QF, ruffs the last
club and results in the same ending as
before

3) JF — At first this seems to be the
wrong choice, as it gives declarer a
ruff and discard. However, it also
creates trouble for declarer by spoiling
the end play plan. Also, if declarer had
the KF instead of the AF, the result
has no effect. So the answer is to play
the JF.

However, moving back to the original
problem, at trick 7, if LHO makes the
inferior line of play, by exiting the JF.

Declarer wins with the QF and now
exists small diamond. What should
LHO do now?

Some luck is now required, with a
new assumption of declarer’s
diamond holdings. If you think that
declarer is holding Axx, then you
must play the 10F.

However, if you believe declarer to
hold K9x, you must play small
diamond. Otherwise the 10F will
drive out dummy’s QF, and partner’s
AF. The 9F is now in a good
position. §
